I would like to take this opportunity to personally thank you and the entire Czech
people for the support you are providing to Ukraine in its struggle to defend its
independence from the Russian aggressor. Your assistance not only helps us resist the
invader, but also saves thousands of civilian lives—those of the elderly, women, and
children.

We have received a letter from the Poltava administration requesting assistance
in the form of fire and special vehicles that are due to be decommissioned in your
country, to be transferred to the local communities in the region. The local authorities
are ready to restore these vehicles at their own expense and to ensure that the
communities have the means to extinguish fires, evacuate people, and dismantle
damaged buildings.

At present, repeated Russian shelling has destroyed a significant portion of the
firefighting equipment, and the remaining vehicles often cannot arrive in time from
across the city.

I sincerely appreciate your attention to this matter, and once again, we are deeply
grateful for your support.

Dear Yevhen Krupa

Poltava District Military Administration is currently implementing a set of
measures to cooperate with the international community on defense and security
issues within the framework of measures with the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the
Security Service of Ukraine, the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine and other state
authorities.

Among other issues that are extremely important for defense, ensuring the
safety of the civilians, and vital activities of our district and are aimed at
development of civil-military cooperation and restoration of destroyed infrastructure
in the Poltava district as a result of enemy attacks, there are issues regarding
evacuation and support of the victims, as well as interaction of civilians and military
structures in crisis situations.

Currently, the intensity of aggressor's air attacks on facilities in the energy
sector of the state, the storage of fuel and lubricants, civil infrastructure and
residential buildings in Poltava district has increased, which leads to significant
destruction and death of the civilians.

In accordance with the requirements of the Law of Ukraine "On the Basics of
National Resistance", the Code of Civil Protection of Decisions of the Territorial
Defense district headquarters, a rapid response system is currently developed and
implemented, in which the following main areas are highlighted:

the formation of mobile rapid response groups in the Bilytsk, Velikorublivska,
Dykanska, Drabynivska, Zinkivska, Karlivska, Kobelyatska, Kolomatska,
Kotelevska, Lannivska, Martynovska, Machukhivska, Mashivska, Mykhailivska,
Nekhvoroshchanska, Novosanjarska, Novoselivska, Opishnyanska, Poltava,
Reshetylovska, Skorokhodivska, Tereshkivska, Chutivska, Shcherbanivska territorial
communities of the Poltava district of the Poltava region to eliminate the



consequences of military emergencies in the areas of responsibility, with the
involvement of relevant specialized services and civil defense formations.

Ensuring implementation of above-mentioned issues, we address you in
search of your assistance in contacting our international partners in the field of
security and defense regarding the issue of the possible allocation of humanitarian
aid:

fire engines, rescue equipment with increased cross-country ability for
organizing and conducting fire and rescue operations (including vehicles that were in
operation and are subject to repair at the expense of funds from the local budget of
local governments), personal protective equipment.

In addition, we inform you that the above assistance is necessary and will, in
accordance with the current legislation, be transferred to the territorial communities
of Poltava district, which with the help of this modern specialized equipment will be
able to carry out urgent measures to eliminate the consequences of enemy shelling,
rescue the civilians and eliminate other emergency situations in the areas under
discussion.
